Our first week this month was getting 

ready for open houses.  Our 1s and 2s 

heard the story Where is the Green 
Sheep?  Then they illustrated this 

story by coloring a sheep.  There are 

at least 100 different colored sheep 

displayed on the Where is the Green 
Sheep wall.  There is only 1 green 

sheep.  This sheep is moved  

throughout the colored sheep.   As 

soon as our little ones come in the 

library they look for that 1 green 

sheep and they find it every time.  

 

The 3s story that they illustrated for 

their open house was The Crayon Box 
That Talked.  This story is about a box 

of crayons that do not get along.  Then 

a little girl takes the crayon box home 

and starts coloring with all of them.  

The crayons realize that if they work 

as a team they create a beautiful 

picture.  Our 3s illustrated their story 

by coloring drawings from the book.  

Needless to say, our wall in the library 

is a very beautiful wall.   

 

The 4s and 5s open house story was 

The Very Quiet Cricket.    This story 

helps the children to understand how 

important it is to keep trying - not to 

give up.  The cricket tried many times 

to sing, but he couldnõt.  Ask your 4 or 

5 why couldnõt he sing?  Was he able to 
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sing before the story ended?  The 

children illustrated their story by 

coloring a very quite cricket. Their 

crickets are displayed in the hall next 

to the library.   

We spent a week on just reading 

stories written by Eric Carle, The 1s 

and 2s heard the story The Very 
Hungry Caterpillar.  The second time 

we told the story, we used the story 

box.  All of the little ones love the 

story box.  They each get one object 

that has something to do with the 

story.  When they hear their object 

being read in the story, they bring 

that piece and put it on the story 

strap.  This is such a great way to 

reiterate a story. 

The 3s Eric Carle story was The Very 
Busy Spider.  The farm animals come 

to the spider one at a time and ask the 

spider to come and join them.  But she 
doesnõt answer.  She is very busy 
spinning her web.  Ask your 3 what 

happens when the spider is done 

spinning her web?  And then the 

children acted out the story.  Ask your 

3 what part did he/she play in the 

story. 

 

The 4s and 5s story by Eric Carle was 

Pancake, Pancake!.  This story starts 

with a boy named Jack who wakes up 

and decides that he wants a pancake 

for breakfast.  He asks his mom for a 

pancake but she is already busy with 

something else.  So she tells Jack that 

if he wants a pancake he will need to 

help.  This story helps to illustrate 

what it was like to have to take wheat 

to a miller to have the grain made into 

flour.  Then gather the egg.  Milk the 

cow for the milk that was needed in 

the pancake.  Ask your 4 or 5 since 

Jack did not have electricity how did 

the miller grind the wheat?  What 

made the wheel turn?  What did Jack 

use for a light to go down to the 

cellar?  Did he have a stove?  Then the 

next time we did the story the 

children got to make pancakes and 

YES, eat them too!   

 

The last week the 1s and 2s heard the 

story Does a Kangaroo Have a Mother 
too?  This story is a classic about a 

baby joey trying to find his mother and 

he asks all different animals if they 

are his mother.  Ask your little one if 

he finds his mother?  They also got to 

take home their Momma Kangaroo and 

baby.   

 

The 3s heard the story The Big Wide 
Mouth Frog.  This is a story about a 

frog that likes to yell and be the 

loudest one until he meets someone 

with a bigger mouth.  Ask your 3 what 

made the frog close his big mouth.  

The wide mouth frogs that the 3s 

made were very cute.  

 

The 4s and 5s story was The Very Ugly 
Bug.  This is a great story to show the 

children that no matter how you look 

God made you just the way you should 
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be.  This Ugly Bug wanted to be a 

beautiful bug like all of the others.  

And then one day something happens 

and the Ugly Bug and all of its friends 

are glad that the Ugly Bug was made 

just that way it should have been.  Ask 

your 4 or 5 what did the Ugly Bug do.  

Let us tell you, that the 4s and 5s can 

make some realllllllllly ugly bugs!  Great 

work 4s and 5s.  

Thank you for allowing us to love your 

child.
